Independent Reading Portfolio: MAJOR Assessment (Ongoing) 

One of your ongoing assessments in English 10 is the Independent Reading Portfolio. You will develop this collection of work throughout the semester by developing a portfolio that contains a variety of entries to texts that you select.  The purpose of the entries is for you to demonstrate your understanding and interpretation of elements of fiction, figurative language and effective use of reading comprehension strategies.

What you will need to complete this task:

· A hard cover writing notebook (As mentioned on course outline.) 
· At least three books by the end of the semester.
· All three of your selections MUST represent an appropriate and increasing level of challenge for you as a reader* TO BE GUIDED BY YOUR TEACHER!
· Post-it notes to use IN YOUR BOOK to “Hold YOUR Thinking”. (This means make notes!) 

· Art supplies to create visual interpretations and representations of ideas and concepts.
How this work will be developed: 
· Each week there will be a designated “Independent Reading Day”. 
· In this class, you can expect a mini-lesson, time to read and time to develop an entry that shows your understanding of the concept addressed in the lesson.  

· On this day, your rough entry should include a personal definition to the topic of the lesson, an anchor passage from your current reading that identifies the basis for your entry. Some writing and a visual representation that shows your understanding of the topic. At this time, your work is in draft form and that is OKAY!
· As you are developing your entries, make sure you ask questions and check for understanding so you know that you are on the right track. ( Formative Assessment)  
· Date and title your work consistently to keep yourself organized. 
Each “Summative” submission for your journal must be written in a structured manner and must include: 
· Title and author of the book you are writing about

· Definition of the literary element or device you are writing about

· An introduction that provides a brief summary of the book you are writing about. 

· An anchor passage from the text that identifies the literary element or device you are writing about. An explanation of how the passage illustrates your understanding of the literary element or device you are writing about in your entry. 

· An explanation of how your understanding of the strategy makes you a better reader 
· A visual conceptualization which communicates the thinking you did about your text and the strategy or element you chose
· You may use a combination of written and visual elements to communicate the thinking demonstrated by the entry

· The visual component can be hand-drawn, created using visual components from existing resources (magazine clippings, cartoon strips) or digitally, using a photo or graphics editor to create a collage, portrait or digital painting

· Visual components should extend beyond rough stick figures, with a focus on creating visual ideas that communicate the thinking contained in an entry.

describe a connection you made to another text, a personal experience or memory or made to current events, news or history through reading your novel
	*word solve*

demonstrate how you were able to deal with at least 3 new or challenging words and determine the most appropriate meaning for each  in the context of your novel
	motif

Identify a recurring theme, symbol, allusion, metaphor, or verbal pattern within the  text


	foreshadowing

identify and explore an example of how the author uses foreshadowing in your novel
	allusion

identify and explore an example of where the author makes a reference to another text, a movie, a person, event, place, etc
	questioning

explore a question you found yourself asking while reading your text, the answers you came to and explain the process you used to discover them

	predicting

create a prediction of what you think will happen next in your text before reading: based on synopsis, text features, cover, prior knowledge during reading: based on events, plot information, etc
	symbolism
identify, explore and illustrate an example of how the author uses an object or idea to represent something else in a figurative way
	inferring

explore an instance where the author of your novel leaves it up to you to supply meaning, and what you interpret the text to mean, supporting your interpretation with information from the text

	*explore socio-cultural context*

Explore of the social and historical context of your novel, paying close attention to key events or happenings that influence the author, characters or plot; use at least three pages...
	Figurative Language
identify, explore and illustrate an example of how the author uses figurative language,(metaphor, imagery, simile, personification, hyperbole, idioms, ) in order to effectively create meaning in the text
	Annotating 
select a significant passage (a passage, conversation, monologue) and annotate the text applying the rules of notice

	In addition to EIGHT of the entries you choose to work with from the above menu, you MUST ANNOTATE at least one and also Include a WRITEN BOOK REVIEW of one of the selections you have chosen to read over the semester.

THIS MEANS YOU WILL HAVE A TOTAL OF 10 ENTRIES


Because this project involves your work dealing with at least three different books you select for yourself, it’s important that you document your choices in your notebook, and that each page of your portfolio clearly identifies the text you are basing your thinking on.
