The English Language Arts (ELA) 10 program will provide you with a variety of opportunities to improve essential reading, writing, speaking, listening and critical thinking skills and position you for success in other courses, including English 11 and 12. 

As your teacher I will strive to create opportunities for you to read, write, think and, hopefully, speak daily with each other and myself as we explore the possibilities of the written, represented and spoken word. I will offer you opportunities to meet learning outcomes with a focus on helping you become more effective and passionate readers, writers, speakers, listeners and thinkers.
You will be expected to show evidence of your learning everyday. This means reading, thinking, note-making, writing and conversation each and every day.

	We will be exploring the strategies we use in our minds as we read so we can sharpen these skills and get the most out of what we read. 
As well , we will  learn ways to use note making and annotation to better understand text for academic purposes.
We will do this through a variety of text types, both assigned and self-selected.
You should come to class prepared every day to read independently.
	We will look at writing as a craft- an art and process we learn to do well through practice, reflection and sharing.
We will write for a variety of purposes, including writing as a way to develop improved writing skills and to interact with texts.
We will focus on learning how to write about literature in a way that demonstrates your personal and critical insights.
	This aspect of English 10 will encourage you to become an effective listener- to recognize both what people are saying as well as how they say it, and how that combination impacts the message they communicate.
You will also learn to speak- verbally and virtually- through informal class discussions and interactions, and formally through presentations, performances and other means.
	The purpose of the final exam is to assess student achievement in relation to specific curriculum outcomes
The exam is worth 20% and contributes to the final evaluation in Reading and Viewing and Writing and Other Ways of Representing. 



All students are expected to develop their skills in all areas of ELA 10 (including areas of difficulty) but there will be chances for you to excel in your areas of strength. My goal is to offer you lots of support to help you grow as readers, writers, thinkers and speakers.

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Assessment and Evaluation
The C.P. Allen English Department assessment and evaluation breakdown is consistent from classroom to classroom. Each teacher develops his or her curriculum with the following breakdown in mind:The specific curriculum outcomes will be posted on my website for viewing and you will be made aware of the learning target outcomes with each new unit/focus of study and assessment.
1.Formative Feedback
Formative feedback is given daily as you are practicing skills or creating evidence of your learning. This feedback will be given either in the classroom through teacher observation and conversation with you or as a quick written note on a document. Paying attention to this feedback gives you the power to monitor the degree to which you understand and can apply skills, processes and concepts. This type of assessment lets you know if you are “getting it” before the summative work is collected.  This feedback is most often a highly accurate predictor of how well you are doing leading up to summative items
Common Activities where formative feedback is used:
Reading responses, quick writes, in class assignments, group tasks, brainstorming, free writes, question and answer formats, graphic organizers, anticipation guides, conferences, feedback reports
2. Minor Summative Items
This component of your final mark will be determined by your commitment to the learning process through completion of class work and your willingness to take teacher feedback and demonstrate improvement. 
Will include:  text annotation and  quizzes, written reading responses, portfolio checkpoints, reading conferences with teacher, short  presentations, annotated bibliography (specified range of sources), verbal/visual assignments, guided discussions like literature circles  
3. Major Summative Items- I call these “BIG TICKET ITEMS”
A large component of your final mark will be determined by your performance on major evaluations which come at the end of units/ areas of focus. These will be assigned well in advance of their due date. Rubrics and checklists will be included as needed to ensure you know exactly what you need to do to complete this work. These will have the most impact on your grade.
    Will include: Memoir Writing Process, Text study projects and tests,  Presentations, Independent Reading Portfolio, Essay writing processes ,  Writing Project( Poetry) 
Student Assessment and Evaluation Responsibilities:
1. You are responsible to monitor your attendance and marks online with your PowerSchool user ID. 

2. You may only negotiate an extension in advance of the summative deadline for valid reason. According to school policy, extensions will not be granted on due dates according to school policy. Summative items submitted overdue are marked as zero.

3. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to use the online support tools available to you to make up any lost work regardless of the reason for your absence. Make an extra help appointment if you require more support than clas times offers after you have missed some time. 

4. If you are absent with valid reason for a summative assessment, you must be prepared to complete/submit it the FIRST DAY you return to class.

5. For those with an upcoming vacation:

· you are responsible to make work up missed after you return
· you must arrange (prior to leaving) an alternate date for assessments you may miss while away
